LEGISLATIVE AFFAIRS AND TRANSPORTATION

We spent a day in Olympia with 22 of our Transportation Alliance
partners visiting with our southwest Washington Legislative Delegation,
Transportation Secretary Doug MacDonald, the House and Senate
Transportation Committee Chairs and others. All of those we visited with
lauded ICC for its role in defeating 1-912 in Clark County. And they
said it couldn’t be done! The defeat of I-912 ensured $244 million in
specific, sorely needed, transportation projects for Clark County.

Secretary MacDonald said that Clark County is a community that clearly
demonstrates its ability to work together on lobbying for transportation
dollars — and that message came through loud and clear when we
created our own grass roots NO on 1-912 campaign. We particularly
thank the following who financially made that campaign possible:

If
that happens, we could be faced with another campaign. We’ve done it
before, we can do it again but it is disheartening to work so hard for
something and then have to go back and do it all over again because of
one person’s agenda.
