It is with gratitude that we recognize the efforts of the Washington State Legislature for implementation of the
“Nickel Package” (2003) and the “Partnership Package” (2005) which created funding for specific
transportation projects throughout the state and applaud the citizen voters for their support. We continue to
call on our Legislators to pursue and support the following:

Additional local funding options that may be used to address local transportation projects and
improvements;

Rail and tolling studies requested by the 2005 Legislature currently underway by the Washington
Transportation Commission;

A complete transportation system that includes accessible and flexible public transportation for all
citizens;

Increased visibility and priority for freight mobility and system capacity needs to accommodate the
state’s economic and international trade growth;

Long-term reform that will provide a responsible and reliable transportation funding mechanism for the
entire Washington State transportation system;

The Southwest Washington Regional Transportation Council, its projects and prioritization
process;

Future state funding necessary for completion of the I-5 Columbia River Crossing;
Federal funding requests for the $65 million necessary to ensure full and timely completion of the
Columbia River Channel Deepening project. (Legislators are asked to provide support to local and

regional entities making these requests.)
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
