The 2005 legislative session found ICC making a panel presen-
tation to both the Washington State House and Senate
Transportation Committees on "A Case for Support of an
Improved I-5 / Columbia River Crossing." The purpose was to
educate legislators outside of our region on a vital piece of the
interstate highway system that impacts freight mobility, move-
ment of people, goods and services so dramatically. As stated
in a spring op-ed piece, Clark County cannot afford to lose its
‘Boeings' or any employer. We must plan smarter than the
Puget Sound region.

In preparation for our annual board retreat, ICC investors
provided us with valuable comments and information on
tools and incentives that you recognize as being crucial for
businesses to grow and prosper in southwest Washington.
The board "listened" and is developing its work plan and
legislative agenda for 2006. Seventy-three percent of ICC
investors who responded to the survey indicate that trans-
portation is "immense, extremely, most important factor,
critical, the back bone, the key, very" ... important to their
ability to do business. Additionally, we visited with every
mayor and city manager/administrator in Clark County to
learn of their "wish lists" and ICC will address some of those
issues as well.

Some pretty exciting opportunities are out there for ICC and
the community. Narrowing down the list to a focused few
took hours of debate. We think you'll agree that ICC will
continue to make a difference.

In a unique bi-partisan effort, our 2005 Legislature provided
the state with a mechanism to fund construction of 270 major
state-wide road/highway projects through a phased-in
increased gas tax. Thirteen of those projects, $244 million, are
in Clark County. Initiative-912 on the November 8th ballot
threatens to remove funding for these high priority safety and
choke-point projects. Identity Clark County is the only organ-
ization capable of taking the lead in an effort to defeat the ini-
tiative and recently "kicked off" the NO on I-912 Campaign. If
you haven't heard from us yet, you will.

Prominent is our partnership with the Cities of
Camas and Washougal and the Port of
Camas/Washougal to help them acquire
funding for improving the dangerous
stretch of SR-14 that connects them.
ICC Lobbyist Rick Wickman
successfully worked the juris-
dictions  through the
process to obtain a $40
million allocation.
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ICC's website, www.identityclarkcounty.org, is up and run-
ning and we're officially launched into the 21st century. In
the near future we will be providing links to our investors’
websites as well.

ICC board members hosted a dozen lunches throughout the
spring to bring you up-to-date on our successful legislative
session and the implementation of the Vancouver City Center
Vision project. The City recently entertained 150 planners,
developers and elected officials from throughout the metro-
politan region at a "Get Centered" event touring Esther Short
Park and the four projects surrounding the park. Big eyes
and "wows!" were prominent during the tours. Awareness
and interest in what is happening in Vancouver and Clark
County is escalating.
