TPP Il Update

Many of our energies have been focused on ICC’s Transportation
Priorities Project / Phase Il (TPPII) for the past six months. The
“grassroots” Design Team and ICC staff have been out in the
community actively engaged with talking Transportation 101 to the
citizens of Clark County. To speak to the success of this project
without first crediting the transportation jurisdictions for their
commitment and input would be an injustice to the project. Last fall,
for three months, transportation representatives from the County, the
cities, the ports, Washington State Department of Transportation, the
Regional Transportation Council and C-TRAN gathered to create
what citizens had asked for in TPPI:

1) what does a well-balanced transportation system look like ten to
twenty years out, and 2) what are our options for paying for it.

Equipped with the information provided by the jurisdictions, we have
talked with over 500 people, had in excess of 3500 hits to the TPPII
website (www.tppii.com), and conducted a dozen focus groups. Please

Vancouver City Center Vision

Identity Clark County has partnered with the City of Vancouver and
the Port of Vancouver to fund an updated plan for the continuing
development of downtown Vancouver. The redevelopment
expectations addressed in the Esther Short Redevelopment Plan
(1998) have been met and it was time to expand the initial 30-block
plan to a 120-block plan spanning the area bordered by I-5 on the
east, the rail yards on the west, the river on the south and Fourth
Plain (approximately) on the north. Some pretty exciting concepts
have evolved and we will be eager to share them with you as “the
plan” is finalized in September/October.

NOW the project is starting to feel “real”. It's impossible to look at that
big white crane and the seven stories of concrete and steel at the
corner of 6™ and Columbia without grinning from ear-to-ear.

Legislative Affairs

Next month ICC will be “gearing up” for the 2005 legislative session
and we begin by hosting a roundtable discussion with ALL
governmental affairs representatives in Clark County — school districts
to health care to governmental jurisdictions to manufacturing. So
many times we have heard from elected officials outside of Clark
County, “THAT community really has its act together,” and it's
because we DO compare notes, we DO collaborate and we DO work
together to demonstrate to Olympia that southwest Washington is a
viable, growing economy not without its need for support from our
Legislature. Another date to set aside is Friday, December 10", when
ICC, the Greater Vancouver Chamber of Commerce and the
Columbia River Economic Development Council will roll out their Joint
2005 Legislative Agenda.
